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Prior to setting up alarm recording on your DVR, be sure that you have your alarm device 
securely connected in the RS-485 port in the back of the DVR.

NO is for Normal Open alarms, NC is Normal Close alarms, and OFF is for 
stopping all external alarm use. 
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STEP 15: Set the conditions (ON/OFF) for triggering the alarm recording such as 
the hard drive not being detected (HDD LOSS), the hard drive almost being used 
up (HDD SPACE), and the video feed getting disconnected (VIDEO LOSS).�

STEP 16: If you have an external buzzer, set the buzz length in the “OUTPUT” 
setting; if not, the DVR has an internal buzzer that can also be triggered when the 
alarm is set off. You can set the buzz length for the internal buzzer under the 
“BUZZER setting. Set how long you want the alarm triggered buzzer to buzz 
under “DURATION”.�
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STEP 17: Move cursor to APPLY and press the “Select” button on the front panel 
of the DVR.�
